They look at 

the outside but the Lord looks at the heart.ò 

 
Just as God looks at the inward condition of the 

heart, and nothing is hidden from 

His sight,  so we too have been 

given a gift which allows us to 

peer into the womb and see what 

no man can see on the outside.  

Before a women even feels the 

new life growing inside of her, we 

can show her actual moving pic-

tures of her new baby!!  Its amaz-

ing! 

 

We began our journey to provide lim-

ited ultrasound imaging services to 

clients in 2011.  With the help of sev-

eral area Knights Councils, and a 

grant program through the National 

Knights Council we were blessed with 

a brand new ultrasound machine.  The 

capabilities were amazing and this 

piece of technology was pivotal in 

providing the awareness of new life 

which resulted in women changing 

their minds and hearts about aborting 

their children.  In 2015 we served 210 

women of which 135 tested positive for pregnancy.   

After evaluation and follow up we can happily say 

not one woman chose abortion! 

 

Fast forward to Fall, 2015é.Our ultrasound is 

now been used for almost four full years.  While its 

performance was flawless, it is already outpaced by 

improvements which provide much greater resolu-

tion and clarity.   

 

Early last fall, we were contacted by the Knights 

Council from St. Vincent DePaul parish in Fort 

Myers. They expressed a desire to provide us with a 

new, latest model ultrasound.  We thought well, our 

current equipment works fineé but realized that this 

offer may come only once.  So we gladly accepted.  

George Kranz, Grand Knight of the parish Council 

spearheaded the initiative even in the face of 

some daunting personal challenges; the congre-

gation responded -  and  early last month, our 

new machine arrived!   

 
Not only does this model have much better reso-

lution but it has a touch screen.. just like our 

iPhones (!), a smaller footprint, more user-friendly 

controls interface and  color dis-

play.   Why color you ask?  Well 

with color we can show the new 

mother the actual blood flow 

through the hearté red 

( o x yg e n a t e d )  a n d  b l u e 

(unoxygenated).  This is exciting 

and will make our services even 

more effective.  

 

 

As is our custom, we wanted to 

officially dedicate this new equip-

ment to Godôs service.  On Monday 

afternoon, April 4th we gathered 

representatives of the Knights coun-

cils who have helped us  - present 

and past, and our board of directors.  

 

We were honored to have in atten-

dance Bishop Frank DeWayne of 

the Diocese of Venice and long 

time friend of the ministry, Jeanne 

Berdeaux, Respect Life manager for 

the diocese.  We heard comments from George 

Kranz who told the story of how this dream was 

birthed; Diane provided some comments about 

what God is doing in the ministry and then 

Bishop DeWayne officiated the dedication and 

prayed Godôs blessing on its use and the minis-

try!   

 

We have confidence that this new equipment 

will help save the lives of babies and their moth-

ers from the heartbreak of abortion.   Of course 

you, our Partners, have played a critical role in 

the health and success of the ministry of IPC!
